Cut In Coal Use Brings Down China's
C02 Emissions By 1.5% In 2015

China's Coal Dependence A Challenge For

Because of China’ s reduction of coal use, the country
’ s carbon dioxide (C02) emissions went down by 1.5
percent in 2015.

The International Energy Agency said that China had
the biggest decline in C02 volumes compared to oth-
er countries. The lower use of coal is part of the
Asian giant’ s economic restructuring as it moves to-
ward industries that use lesser energy and decarbon-
ize generation of electricity, said Fatih Birol, execu-
tive director of IEA.

Last year, coal’ s contribution to China’ s energy mix
was less than 70 percent, 10 percent lower com-
pared to 2011. At the same time, low-carbon share
rose to 28 percent from 19 percent. Most of the addi-
tion was in the form of hydro and wind, reported

Globally, energy-related C02 emissions, which is the
biggest contributed to greenhouse gas, was flat for
two consecutive years, said the IEA, based on its
analysis of preliminary data.
Birol said it is a surprising but welcome new.

China committed to arrest CO2 growth before 2030
and boost clean energy to 20% of its energy mix in its
contribution to the Paris climate agreement.

The admission in the lengthy document would make
China the first major emitter to state it will ramp up its
climate ambition in the next five years.

“The word ‘ enhance’ is particularly strong in this in-
stance, and as with much of the government’ s com-
munication, is carefully chosen,” said Li Shuo, senior
climate policy adviser at Greenpeace East Asia.

The EU has refused to deepen a 2030 target to cut
emissions 40% on 1990 levels after a lack of consen-
sus among its members.

The 2016-2020 plan is the 13th development blue-
print set out in China’ s command economy. It sets
targets for a range of economic and social indicators
from GDP growth to hazardous air pollution.

The 195 countries that signed the Paris climate
agreement agreed to review national climate pledges
at five-year intervals to cap global warming to “well
below 2C” and “pursue efforts” to hold it to 1.5C this
century.

Some analysts question if China’ s emissions have al-
ready topped out — 14 years early — on falling coal
use and a surge in renewable power.

Green push

China already has a 2020 goal of 15% of energy to
be supplied by non-fossil sources. Targets exist to
raise installed nuclear to 58 gigawatts, solar PV from
43GW in 2015 to 150-200GW and wind from 145GW
to 250GW.

China has said it will cap its energy consumption,
and lay-off 1.8 million workers from its steel and coal
sectors, as it battles air pollution and its economy
shifts away from heavy industry.

China To Adopt National Standard
Regarding Lab Animal Welfare

Pharmacy Students Across The Country Will Now Have To
Stop Experiments On Animals

Beijing: China is set to adopt its first national stan-
dard on laboratory animal welfare and ethics by the
end of this year, the media reported on Friday.

The draft, which is available for public opinion until
Sunday, is expected to greatly improve the welfare
of laboratory animals in China, according to Sun

Deming, chairman of the Welfare and Eth-
ics Committee of the Chinese Association
for Laboratory Animal Sciences.

"Although all users of laboratory animals
are required to conduct welfare and ethics
reviews, they adopt different standards,
and some are too lax," the China Daily
quoted Sun as saying.

The draft includes requirements for the pro-
duction, transportation and use of laborato-
ry animals, including qualifications for per-
sonnel, animal-raising facilities and the
use of animals in testing.

Qin Chuan, the association's president,
said the lack of legislation has become a
roadblock for the development of China's
multi-billion biological and pharmaceutical
industries and other industries related to
the use of laboratory animals.

The new standard, which aims to minimise
the use of animals and also their pain, integrates the
latest concepts and requirements for the ethical treat-
ment of lab animals, Sun said.

It has been recognized by leading experts at home
and abroad, Sun said during the two-day Sino-British
Third International Seminar on Laboratory Animal

Laboratory animal science (LAS) advances scientific

understanding of the care and use of animals that
play a key role in research supporting the develop-
ment of biomedicine are under review in China.

LAS has developed quickly in China in recent de-
cades, and many reports now provide an analysis
of the current status of the country's LAS policies
and administration. National and provincial laws, reg-
ulations, guidelines, and standards apply to quality

= control and licensing, quarantine and infectious dis-

ease control, breeding and husbandry, transgenic an-
imals, staff qualifications, animal welfare, and im-
ports, exports, and transportation.

Regulation and oversight of lab animal use are the
responsibility of the national Ministry of Science and
Technology, provincial departments of science and
technology, and institutional animal care and use
committees. While there have been policy-related ac-
tivities and achievements change is under way. Im-
provement of policies under an integrated,
multi-tiered administration, the use of high-quality lab
animals in Chinese scientific research is increasing
and many more papers describing animal experi-
ments performed in China will be published in inter-
national journals that will address future policy devel-
opments.
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
