SANTA FE, Texas (Reuters) - A male student entered a Texas 3
high school on Friday and shot dead at least eight people, N 1
including fellow pupils, officials said, just three months after ': i g
a similar massacre in Florida sparked a youth-led “Never i I
Again” gun-control movement.
Students said a gunman opened fire in a classroom at Santa Fe
High School shortly before 8 a.m. CT (1300 GMT) on Friday,
and that they fled in panic after seeing classmates wounded
and a fire alarm triggered a full evacuation. At least nine peo-
ple were injured.
It was the latest in a long series of deadly shootings at U.S.
schools. Seventeen teens and educators were shot dead at a
Parkland, Florida, high school in February, a massacre that
stirred the nation’s long-running debate over gun ownership.
Harris County Sheriff Ed Gonzalez said that eight to 10 peo-
ple, both students and adults, died in the incident at the school
about 30 miles (48 km) southeast of Houston.
“There is one person, a suspect, in custody and a second pos-
sible person of interest that is detained and being questioned,”
Gonzalez said at a news conference.

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Up to 10 people were killed when a
teenage gunman stormed Santa Fe
High School outside Houston Texas, on
Friday and screamed “surprise” as he
began firing “everywhere”, according to
witnesses

Students told local media that the
mass shooter walked into an art
classroom at Santa Fe High School,
where he shot at least three pupils.
He continued firing as people fled in ter-
ror, and reportedly hurled pipe bombs
while armed withan AR-15 assaultrifle,a
shotgunand a pistol during the massacre.
Students reportedly screamed ‘we’re
going to die’ as they fled from the build-
ing in terror, according to one pupil.
A school police officer was also
critically injured in the chaos, as
students told how gunfire erupt-

ed and the fire alarm was activated.
The suspected gunman, identified by
police as Dimitrios ‘Dimitri’ Pagourtz-
is.17, and a second pupil described as a
“person of interest” were in custody as a
bomb squad carried out an investigation
at the suspect’s home.

The gunman was also armed with an
AR-15 assault rifle - the same type of
weapon used in many mass shootings
in the US - according to the Houston
Chronicle.

Police said eight to 10 people were
killed, and most of the victims were pu-
pils. At
least 12 others, including the officer in a
critical condition, were injured.

“At first there was about 30 seconds to
three minutes of just straight chaos.

Paige Curry, a junior at the school, told
the Houston Chronicle: “I was sitting
in my classroom and I heard very loud
boomsand I didn’t know what they were.
“I was confused but after I heard
screaming, I figured out what they were,
got up immediately and started to run.
“I almost ran out of the school but I
hid instead with the other students.
Students told reporters on scene that
a fellow pupil armed with a shotgun
walked into an art class and shot a
17-year-old girl, who had blood on her
leg afterwards.

The assailant then started “shooting ev-
erywhere” as students ran for their lives,
a pupil told ABC 13.

The student said pupils fled through a
door at the back of the classroom, add-
ing: “We thought it was a fire drill at first,
but ... the teacher said ‘start running’.”
Police confirmed explosives were found
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at the high school and off campus.
Sophomore Zach Muehe told Fox 26
that the gunman, a student from his
American football class, had a sawed-
off shotgun and a pistol. He said the teen
entered his class and began shooting.
Zach said of the suspect: “He always
walked around in a trench coat. Student
Dakota Shrader tearfully told report-
ers: “We heard the alarms go off. And
next thing you hear - boom, boom.”l
didn’t know what to do at that point.”
She added: “This is so terrible. I never
thought this would happen to me at my
school. Innocent kids getting killed. No-
body should have to go through that.”
The shooting began around 7.45am lo-
cal time at the high school in Santa Fe,
about 30 miles south of Houston.

Sophomore Leila Butler told ABC 13
that the fire alarm sounded and students
heard gunshots as they left their class-
rooms. She was sheltering with other
students and teachers near the campus.
Some pupils took shelter in an auto shop
nearby, while others ran into a wood-
land.Others were seen emerging with
their arms raised in the air as police kept
a close watch. Frightened students sent
text messages to their parents or other
loved ones to alert them to the situation
and Iet them know that they were OK.

One woman posted screen grabs of a
messages she claimed were sent by her
nephew.

She wrote: “Please pray for my neph-
ew and his school. | knew in my
heart that when I got his ‘I love you
DiDi’ text during his school time this
morning that something was wrong.”
She later tweeted that her nephew was
out of the school and was being taken to
a safe location. Worried parents rushed
to the scene to wait for updates as the
chaos unfolded.

President Donald Trump addressed
the shooting at a Texas high school
on Friday that left eight to 10 peo-
ple dead, calling it a “very sad day.”
Speaking before a summit on prison
reform at the White House, Trump ex-
pressed sympathy for the victims and
called on government to act to prevent
more school shootings. His comments
come three months after the deadly
school shooting in Parkland, Flori-
da. After Parkland, Trump put forth
a school safety plan that advocated
for various gun proposals including
strengthening background checks, ban-
ning bump stocks and arming teachers.
Earlier, he tweeted his condolences
about the shooting in Santa Fe, Texas,
which is southwest of Houston.

45.8K people are talking about this
Students had prepared for an active
shooter situation in the past, and just
last month pupils took part in a walk-
out in solidarity with other teens calling
for tougher gun laws in the US in the
wake of a deadly high school shooting
in Florida on Valentine’s Day.

The Santa Fe Independent School Dis-
trict said in a statement: “This morn-
ing an incident occurred at the high
school involving an active shooter.

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Huge progress has been made on the Ko-
rean peninsula, but all of the gestures of
good will from the North Korean leader
could soon unravel. The North Korean
leader has canceled a high-level meeting
with South Korea and threatened to end
negotiations with the U.S. President Don-
ald Trump. North Korea’s Kim Jong Un
is slated to meet with President Trump
on June 12 at a historic summit in neutral
Singapore.

The cause of the current dispute is a series
of military exercises between Seoul and
Washington that Pyongyang, North Ko-
rea’s capital, condemned as rehearsals for
invasion. North Korea’s state media issued
the surprise declaration in an early morn-
ing dispatch in what could be an ominous
sign of hostility. After all, the country did
spend the last several years posturing and
testing ballistic missiles with potential nu-
clear capabilities.

At this point, the announcement from
Pyongyang that the joint military exercis-
es are perceived as a threat could just be an
effort to gain a bargaining edge leading up
to the planned summit. It could also be the
sign of an actor who is putting on a front
and the true intentions are leaking through
the disguise. Perhaps Kim Jong Un never
had any intention of actually meeting with
U.S. President Donald Trump, but if that
is true, he has certainly gone out of his
way to give appearances to the contrary.

North Korea Backs Out Of Peace Talks With
The South, Threatens To Withdraw From Summit

North Korean leader Kim Jong Un has pointed to te U.S. and South Korean

military exercises as his reason for not participating in the planned North
and South Korea summit.

Newly appointed United States Secretary
of State Mike Pompeo has been flying to
North Korea in a series of secretive meet-
ings with Kim Jong Un. At least one of
those meetings was positive and resulted
in the release of three U.S. detainees being
held in North Korean labor camps. South
Korean President Moon Jae-in even met
Kim Jong Un at the demilitarized zone in
an unprecedented gesture of peace which
marked the first time a North Korean lead-
er stepped across the border into South
Korea in decades.

The announcement from Pyongyang came
hours before the two Koreas were set to
meet at a border village to discuss how to
reduce military tensions along the heavily
fortified border. According to the North’s
Korean Central News Agency, the military
drills which began Monday and reportedly
included around 100 aircraft was an “in-
tended military provocation” and an “ap-
parent challenge”.

The North said in a statement, “The United
States must carefully contemplate the fate
of the planned North Korea-U.S. summit
amid the provocative military ruckus that
it’s causing with South Korean authori-

ties. We’ll keenly monitor how the United
States and South Korean authorities will
react.”

U.S. Press Secretary: North
Korea's Threat To Back Out Of
Talks Fully Expected

The White House said on Wednesday that
it “fully expected” North Korea to threat-
en to scrap plans for a meeting between
Supreme Leader Kim Jong-un and Presi-
dent Trump.

“This is something that we fully expect-

ed,” White House Press Secretary Sarah
Huckabee Sanders told reporters. “If they
want to meet, we’ll be ready, and if they
don’t, that’s OK too....The president is
very used to and ready for tough negoti-
ations.”

Earlier Wednesday, Sanders said the ad-
ministration believes the summit is im-
portant and hopes it does happen.
However, she also said the White House
does have a plan in case North Korea de-
cides to back out of the talks.

“The president is very used to and ready
for tough negotiations and if they want
to meet, we’ll be ready and if they don’t,
that’s okay too,” said Sanders. “We’ll con-
tinue with a campaign of maximum pres-
sure if that is the case, but, like I just said,
if they want to meet the president will cer-
tainly be ready and we will be prepared
and if not.”

Sanders also expressed complete confi-
dence in President Trump’s negotiating
ability.

North Korea suddenly cancelled a planned
meeting with South Korean officials to
discuss the denuclearization of the Ko-

reas this week, according to South Korean
media, and threatened to cancel the high-
ly anticipated summit with Trump, which
if it occurs will be the first ever between
a sitting American president and a North
Korean leader.

“The United States will also have to un-
dertake careful deliberations about the
fate of the planned North Korea-U.S.
summit in light of this provocative mil-
itary ruckus jointly conducted with the
South Korean authorities,” the South Ko-
rean Yonhap News Agency quoted North
Korea’s state-run Korean Central News
Agency as saying.

As North Korea back pedals on the sched-
uled summit with President Trump, doubts
loom over the regime’s intentions as in-
creased activity is seen at their nuclear
site.

Satellite images show the dismantling
of what experts believe to be offices and
structures around the nuclear test site.
This comes ahead of the planned detona-
tion of the tunnels leading to the site.
Sanders said the White House remains
“hopeful” that the June 12 summit will
still occur after Pyongyang lashed out at
the U.S. on Tuesday over joint military
exercises undertaken by U.S. and South
Korean troops.

South Korean president Moon Jae-in and
North Korean leader Kim Jong-un held
a historic meeting last month to discuss
peace in the region, which this week’s
meeting would have continued to address.
Even if the peace talks are cancelled, the
U.S. will continue its “maximum pressure
campaign” against North Korea to back
off its nuclear-weapons program, the press
secretary said.
