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San Antonio refiner Andeavor to build $100M
Mexico fuels terminal

The San Antonio refiner Andeavor is
planning to build a $100 million fuels
terminal in the Mexican city of Rosari-
to, about 20 miles from the U.S. border.

The company sid the terminal will
reduce the cost of directly importing
fuel into the Baja California portion of
Mexico, located in northwest Mexico.

“This logistics project will further
strengthen Andeavor’s ability to cost
effectively deliver gasoline and diesel to
our customers directly from our refin-
eries on the West Coast,” said Andeav-
or’s CEO Greg Goff.

The move comes just over a month
after Ohio refiner Marathon Petroleum
said it would buy Andeavor for $23.3
billion. The deal is valued at $35.6
billion when accounting for Andeavor’s

debt.

Andeavor pushed into Mexico for
more than a year with a goal to have
300 branded stores by 2020 and up-
wards of 30,000 barrels a day of fuels
exports to Mexico. In October, An-
deavor delivered its first ship-borne
fuels export to Rosarito, where it was
then transferred to assets owned by
the state-owned oil company Petroleos
Mexicanos or PEMEX.

In May 2017 Andeavor, then called Tesoro
Corp., won a three-year contract to import up
to 9,535 barrels of oil and gas a day and store
more than 320,000 barrels. The pipeline and
storage capacities are split between the Mexi-
can states of Baja California and Sonora.

One of the more high
profile departures included KHOU investi-
gative reporter Scott Noll who announced
his exit after six years with the station in

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H-E-B snack plant to rise in northwest Houston

H-E-B is building a snack manufac-
turing plant in northwest Houston to
keep pace with the region’s growing
appetite for tortilla chips.

The 46,000-square-foot plant will be
located at 10000 ¥ Genard Road in the
same complex as H-E-B’s milk plant,
bread plant and distribution center,
southeast of U.S. Highway 290 and
Beltway 8. The new plant, which will
produce H-E-B-branded plain and
flavored tortilla chips, began construc-
tion in December and is expected to
open in mid-2019.

The San Antonio grocery retailer de-
cided to build a snack plant in Hous-
ton because the region is the compa-
ny’s fastest-growing market, an H-E-B
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spokeswoman said.

H-E-B’s Houston stores are
served by the company’s snack
plant in San Antonio. The
40,000-square-foot San Antonio
plant operates 24 hours a day to
produce, pack and ship potato,
corn and tortilla chips to more
than 300 H-E-B stores across
Texas and Mexico. Each year, 35
million pounds of potatoes and
10 million pounds of corn — all
produced in Texas — are pro-
cessed at the San Antonio plant.

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The world watches as President Trump
and the U.S.’s closest allies attend the 44th
Annual G7 — or Group of Seven — sum-
mit this weekend in Quebec, Canada.

The president is set to meet with leaders
from Mexico, Canada, Japan, Germany,
France, the U.K. and Italy.

In a series of tweets on the eve of the sum-
mit, the president gave a glimpse of the
issues he’s prioritizing for negotiations.
This includes free and fair trade as well
as other economic abuses affecting Amer-
ican workers.

Ahead of the summit, the White House
held a meeting with Japanese Prime Min-
ister Shinzo Abe in an attempt to improve
trade relations based on fairness and reci-
procity between the two nations.

The president cited Section 232, a rarely
used law allowing the U.S. to take actions
in the interest of national security, in his
continued efforts to secure free and fair
trade.

His announcement of the previously de-
layed 10-percent tariff on imported alumi-
num and 25-percent tariff on steel, which
initially passed in March but began last
week, is expected to lead to negotiations
as the president continues his ‘America
first’ agenda.

Meanwhile, Canadian Prime Minister Jus-
tin Trudeau said the theme of discussions
center around what’s being described as
mutually beneficial economic growth,
gender equality, clean energy among other
topics.

However, in an interview this week
Trudeau acknowledged the challenges to
be expected during the summit as Presi-

dent Trump continues his hard-line stance.
“There are questions about what is going
to be the dynamic around the G7 table,
and | can say it will be very similar to
other G7 tables, where we highlight and
discuss many things we’re agreed on and
have differences opinion on other things,”
Trudeau explained. “There’s no question
that on trade, climate change, on some
other issues, there will be differences of
perspective.”

The summit last took place in Sicily, Italy,
and will be hosted by the U.K. in 2019.
At the conclusion of the G7 Summit Sat-
urday, President Trump is set to fly di-
rectly to Singapore for the long-awaited
North Korea Summit, where historic talks
with the nation’s leader Kim Jong Un are
scheduled to take place on June 12.(Cour-

THE G7 leaders will meet in Canada
today for the 2018 summit to discuss is-
sues such as gender equality and climate
change at a particularly difficult time for
the world as Donald Trump continues
with his quest to start a global trade war
over tariffs.

British Prime Minister Theresa May will
join leaders from Canada, Germany,
France, Italy, Japan in voicing concerns
with the US president over the imposition
of tariffs on steel and aluminium.
The meeting of G7 leaders follows a
stormy gathering of the countries’ finance
ministers earlier this month, in which the
US was left isolated because of the rift
caused by the refusal to exempt allies
from the 25percent tariff on steel imports
and the 10percent duty on aluminium.
The European Commission has confirmed
it intends to hit back with retaliatory tar-
iffs from July on US imports ranging from
jeans to bourbon whiskey.
What is the full schedule for the G7
summit?
This year’s summit, being held between
June 8 and 9, is being hosted by Canada
in Quebec.
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The schedule for the event will see the
leaders meet at 11.45am today for the of-
ficial welcome at Terrasse St-Laurent, Le
Manoir Richelieu, along with their spous-
es.

This will be followed by a working lunch
until 2pm at the Le Point Cardinal golf
clubhouse, and then a G7 family photo-
graph.

At 3pm, a working session will take place
on economic growth and the future of
work, follow day a working dinner from

6.30pm until 8pm.

A cultural event will then take place Fri-

day evening.

Saturday, June 9, will kick off with the G7

and Gender Equality Advisory Council

breakfast, followed by the signing of the

scroll.

After this, the G7 leaders will partake in

a G7 working session on gender equality

followed by another on climate change

and clean energy.

At 11.45am, there will be the official wel-

come of the outreach leaders for a photo

opportunity and then and outreach work-

ing season on oceans.

A G7 and outreach family photo will

take place at 1.15pm, follow day a family

lunch and the chair’s press conference to

conclude the event.

But will Theresa May meet Donald
Trump?

Apparently not, is the short answer.

It appears the special relationship between

the UK and the USA has soured and is

now a rather frosty partnership after it was

revealed Theresa May will have formal

meetings with the leaders of all the G7

countries at the group’s summit in Canada

- except Trump.

President Trump spoke with British
Prime Minister Theresa May and other
world leaders at the 2017 G7 meeting.
The US leader is at odds with the other six
countries in the group - the UK, Canada,
Germany, France, Italy and Japan - over
his protectionist tariffs on steel and alu-
minium imports.

Mr Trump is not expected to spend as long

at the summit in Charlevoix, Quebec as
other leaders, leaving little time for formal
bilateral meetings in front of the world’s
press.

But Mrs May is expected to have infor-
mal talks with the US president and will
seek to use the summit to avert a damag-
ing trade war, insisting she wants a “pro-
portionate” response from the European
Union to the US tariffs.

The Prime Minister told reporters on the
plane to the summit in Quebec: “I made
my views clear on the steel and alumin-
ium tariffs that President Trump has an-
nounced, | have done that directly to him.
“My most recent conversation with him
was on Monday this week.

“We disagree with these, we think they’re
unjustified. Obviously the European
Union will be responding.

“We want to ensure, and we’re working
with others in the European Union to en-
sure, that this response is proportionate,
that it is within the WTO rules.

“As the UK, we want to be a great cham-
pion of free trade around the world and
that’s what we will continue to be.

“I will continue to put the argument for
the importance of those trade relationships
around the world and I’'ll be doing that
here at the G7 as | have done elsewhere
and will continue to do elsewhere.”

In a further sign of strained relations be-
tween Mrs May and Mr Trump, sources
told The Telegraph that the president has
grown frustrated with Mrs May’s “school
mistress” tone.

Mrs May is scheduled to have a meeting
with Mr Conte on Saturday after talks
with Canada’s Justin Trudeau, France’s
Emmanuel Macron, Germany’s Angela
Merkel and Japan’s Shinzo Abe on Friday.
