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Boris Johnson quits as UK prime

minister, dragg

LONDON, July 7 (Reuters) - Scandal-ridden
Boris Johnson announced on Thursday he would

quit as British prime minister after he dramatically

lost the support of his ministers and most Conser-
vative lawmakers, but said he would stay on until
his successor was chosen.

Bowing to the inevitable as more than 50 govern-
ment ministers and aides quit and lawmakers said
he must go, an isolated and powerless Johnson
said it was clear his party wanted someone else in
charge, but that his forced departure was “eccen-
tric” and the result of “herd instinct” in parlia-
ment.

“Today I have appointed a cabinet to serve, as

I will, until a new leader is in place,” Johnson
said outside his Downing Street office where his
speech was watched by close allies and his wife
Carrie.

“I know that there will be many people who are
relieved and perhaps quite a few who will also be
disappointed. And I want you to know how sad 1
am to be giving up the best job in the world. But
them’s the breaks,” he added, making no apology
for the events that forced his announcement.

His term in office was ended by scandals that
included breaches of COVID-19 pandemic lock-
down rules, a luxury renovation of his official
residence and the appointment of a minister who
had been accused of sexual misconduct.

There were cheers and applause as he began his
speech, while boos rang out from some outside
the gates of Downing Street.

After days of battling for his job, Johnson had
been deserted by all but a handful of his closest
allies after the latest in a series of scandals sapped
their willingness to support him.

“It was a short and bizarre resignation speech
which didn’t mention the word resign or resig-
nation once. There was no apology, no contri-
tion,” Conservative lawmaker Andrew Bridgen
said. “There was no apology for the crisis his
actions have put our government, our democracy,
through.”

The Conservatives will now have to elect a new
leader, a process which could take weeks or
months, with details to be announced next week.

POTENTIAL SUCCESSORS

A snap YouGov poll found that defence minister
Ben Wallace was the favourite among Conserva-
tive Party members to replace Johnson, followed

by junior trade minister Penny Mordaunt and for-

mer finance minister Rishi Sunak.

While Johnson said he would stay on, opponents

sparked by the narrow 2016 vote to leave the European Union,
and threats to the make-up of the United Kingdom itself with
demands for another Scottish independence referendum, the
second in a decade.

and many in his own party said he should leave

immediately and hand over to his deputy, Dominic
Raab. Former Conservative Prime Minister John
Major said it was “unwise and maybe unsustain-
able” for him to remain in office when he could still

exert its powers.

Support for Johnson had evaporated during one of the most
turbulent 24 hours in recent British political history, epito-
mised by finance minister, Nadhim Zahawi, who was only
appointed to his post on Tuesday, calling on his boss to resign.

Zahawi and other cabinet ministers went to Downing Street

Johnson’s office said he made clear at a meeting of
his new cabinet on Thursday that the government
would not seek to implement new policies or make
major changes of direction, and major fiscal deci-
sions should be left for the next leader.

Keir Starmer, leader of the main opposition Labour
Party, said he would call a parliamentary confi-
dence vote if the Conservatives did not remove
Johnson at once. read more

COST-OF-LIVING CRISIS

Johnson is leaving behind an economy in crisis.
Britons are facing the tightest squeeze on their
finances in decades in the wake of the pandemic,
with soaring inflation. The economy is forecast to
be the weakest among major nations in 2023 apart
from Russia.

His departure also follows years of internal division

on Wednesday evening, along with a senior representative of
those lawmakers not in government, to tell Johnson the game
was up.

Initially, Johnson refused to go and seemed set to dig in, sack-
ing Michael Gove - a member of his top ministerial team who
was one of the first to tell him he needed to resign - in a bid to
reassert his authority.

But by Thursday morning as a slew of resignations poured in
- including that of Michelle Donelan who he’d only appoint-
ed education secretary on Tuesday night - it became clear his
position was untenable.

“You must do the right thing and go now,” Zahawi tweeted.
Some of those that remained, including Wallace, had said they
were only doing so because they had an obligation to keep the
country safe.

Once it was clear he was standing down, Johnson began ap-
pointing ministers to vacant posts.
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According to the Gun
Violence Archive
record, during the past
186 days more than
300 mass shootings
have happened. On the
Fourth of July holiday
alone, there have been
11 shootings including
Richardson, Virginia,
and Highland Park, a
city on the outskirts of
Chicago. The most
serious of these
include an 18-old year
boy in a supermarket in
Buffalo, New York, who
killed ten people and
another young man

who killed 18 young
students and two
teachers in Texas. So
far, this year we have
had 388 shooting
cases in the United
States. These have
been the very darkest
days in our history.

Just in: In Akron, Ohio,
a young black man was
killed by police
because of a traffic
violation. The mayor of
the city ordered martial
law to prevent rioting.

Although President
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Biden just signed a
new bill on firearms
that jointly passed both
houses ten days ago,
the crime situation has
not improved at all.

To be honest, the
problem we face in our
nation today is no
longer a single gun
control issue. This is a
new social challenge
we face at home and
abroad.

First of all, from an
economic point of view,
the price index is at an
all time high. In
addition, Covid—19 has
not been stopped
which has been
dragging down the
overall economic
growth.

In terms of diplomacy
and military affairs, the
war between Russia

and Ukraine is still
going on. This has
caused major energy
and food shortages.
The general public may
not care or understand
the world's problems,
but soaring prices and
community safety are
indeed everyone’ s
personal problems.

“Stand Up For Ukraine” - An Open
Letter Calls On World Leaders To
Take Urgent Action for Refugees

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Since Russia began its invasion of Ukraine on Feb.
24, more than 10 million people in the country have
been forcibly displaced — leading to the fastest
growing refugee crisis in Europe since World War
II. More than 4 million refugees have fled into the
surrounding region, while millions more are dis-
placed throughout Ukraine itself.

As bombs continue to fall on cities and neighbor-
hoods, more and more civilians are forced to flee
their homes, adding to a crisis affecting an estimat-
ed 100 million forcibly displaced people world-
wide. Vital humanitarian organizations are strug-
gling to provide much-needed aid and relief due to
lack of funds and support.

As part of the Stand Up for Ukraine campaign,
Global Citizen and 77 organizations, businesses,
and institutions published an open letter to world
leaders on Friday, calling for governments, philan-
thropists, artists, and businesses to support human-
itarian relief efforts for refugees from Ukraine and
conflicts around the world.

UNHCR, the UN Refugee Agency, has reported
a $10 billion funding gap of to address the global
refugee crisis. Displacement caused by war, perse-
cution, climate change, and human rights violations
require immediate attention, but without the neces-
sary funding, emergency aid organizations are un-
able to deliver the food, health care, and protection
that is so urgently needed.

“That’s why we are calling on governments,
philanthropists, artists, and businesses to join us and
#StandUpForUkraine,” the letter states. “Billions of
dollars must be committed in order to fund current

refugee efforts in Ukraine and globally, and it is our
hope that you will show your support by commit-
ting to the humanitarian agencies, organizations on
the ground and to local authorities at the frontline
that need it the most.”

‘What does the open letter hope to achieve?
More than 6.5 million people are displaced within
Ukraine, while more than 4 million refugees have
fled across borders, according to data from the UN-
HCR. An estimated 12 million people are currently
inneed of assistance as a result of the conflict.

The open letter and Stand Up for Ukraine cam-
paign aim to mobilize billions of dollars for refugee
relief and ensure the most vulnerable — such as
women, children, the elderly, and people with dis-
abilities—are not overlooked or left behind.

The letter not only addresses Ukraine’s refugee cri-
sis, but it also urges the international community not
to shirk its responsibilities for refugees worldwide.
“We also must ensure that commitments made are
new and additional to already existing spending,
so as to not generate or exacerbate other crises in
the process of responding to the needs of Ukraine
and its neighbors,” the letter says. “We must stand
together in solidarity with the people of Ukraine
and for all refugees and intemally displaced people
across the world.”

As the humanitarian crisis caused by Russia’s invasion of
UlqameoonhnumstogmwmmgencyEmopeanCom—
mission President Ursula von der Leyen and Canadian
Prime Minister Justin Trudeau announced the success
of the “Stand Up for Ukraine” pledging event, that took
place on Saturday, April 9, in Warsaw, Poland. The event
aimed to mobilize significant funding to help vulnerable
civilians impacted by the conflict and to support refugees
everywhere. Ahead of the event, a global social media
rally supported by Global Citizen took place on Friday,
April 8, in response to a new video from Ukrainian Pres-
ident Volodymyr Zelenskyy in which he called on the
international community to help people affected by the
invasion. The rally encouraged citizens to call on gov-
emments, institutions, corporations, and individuals to
donate to humanitarian efforts for Ukraine and refugees
from conflicts worldwide, such as Yemen, South Sudan,
and Afghanistan.
Together, the Stand Up for Ukraine pledging event and
rally seek to raise billions of dollars to bolster the United
Nations’ flash funding appeal to assist the more than 3.7
million refugees who have fled Ukraine, the 6.5 million
people displaced within the country, and other global hu-
manitarian priorities.
“A Ukrainian child has become a refugee almost every
single second since the start of the war,” von der Leyen
said in a statement. *““The world must stand up for them.
The European Union is catering for the needs of the mil-
lions of refugees it hosts. And we will further step up. But
somuch is needed still—and the brave people of Ukraine
deserve solidarity from citizens and govemments around
the globe,” she added. “Together, we can give them a safe
home andbnng some hghtln their lives at this dark hour.”

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bombing campaign has killed more than 1,900 civilians
and made entire cities unlivable through the destruction
of apartment blocks, key infrastructure, and health care
facilities.

“Today, our message to the Ukrainian people is this: We
are standing with you,” Trudeau said. “Whether you need
food, water, shelter, or medical aid — we are rallying the
world to continue to have your backs and provide critical
assistance where it is needed most. When we all work
together, we can achieve the best outcomes for those
displaced by Putin’s illegal and unjustifiable invasion of
Ukraine.”

The consequences will only worsen as the conflict drags
on and the Russian army seeks to overwhelm additional
pats of Ukraine. In his video message, Zelenskyy further
described the impact of the war. “Millions of Ukrainians
had their own home, had their own dreams, had their own
quiet place, had their own world they could close from
others or open it to everyone,” he said. “They had their
own home until Russian missiles, bombs, shells came in.
Until the invaders have come, and have destroyed and
bumed down absolutely everything. City after city, village
after village, thousands of houses ruined, thousands of
destroyed apartments,”” he added. *‘Hundreds of cities and
towns are annihilated, some are erased to ashes, bumed
down completely.”

The UN is leading efforts for a ceasefire, and Zelenskyy
has been urging Russian President Vladimir Putin to ne-
gotiate an end to the conflict—but little progress has been
made so far.

Zelenskyy urged people around the world to support the
pledging event and social media rally.
